friends who have so happily settledUpper Canada upon lands

granted by the British Government within these last two years.

Many other Protestant families of most respectable character, tho'
unable to bear the expense of a removal are unsettling themselves
under [this] idea of being assstwith a free passage to British

America and anxiously look forward to being informed if their hopes
on this subject shall be realized. Most of the men of these families
capable of bearing arms in the Rebellion of 1798, were actively
employed in the defee of their country and proved at the risque [sic]
of their lives an unalterable attachment to the Government under which
the[y] enjoyed the blessings of Liberty.
